2016/17 Athletic Registration:
All Mesa students planning on participating in Athletics during the 2016-2017 school year must complete the athletic registration process. With many athletic programs going towards year round programs (minus CIF mandated dead periods) it’s important we clear you for the whole year and not just your “season”.

Station 1: Signing up for your sports
To sign up for your sport you must complete the online process. You can log in to athleticclearance.com if you are a returning athlete all you have to do is log in to your account choose the 16/17 school year and your new sport(s). If you are multi-sport athlete you must choose sport 1, complete the process print and sign the confirmation page, then choose sport number 2, print and sign the confirmation page. Staple them and turn them in together.  COMPUTERS AND PRINTERS WILL BE AVAILBLE AT THE EVENT BUT YOU CAN SAVE TIME IF YOU COMPLETE THIS STEP IN ADVANCE. 

Station 2: Physical
Help athletics cover it’s many cost, save a trip to the doctor, get a free T shirt!! We have doctors on hand who have donated their time to help our athletes. For $25 (all proceeds go back to Mesa Athletics) you can get your physical. Part of the 2016-17 athletic registration is clearing our athletes for the entire 12months of the athletic year (from June 1st 2016-june 1st 2017). If your physical will expire before June 1st 2017 you will need to get a physical. 
Insurance: 
If you are currently insured please make sure all the information is updated with athleticclearance.com. If you are requesting insurance please log on to http://myers-stevens.com/ for insurance designed for athletic coverage. 

Station 3: CoreCourseGPA/NCAA Eligibility
We are pleased to inform you that Murrieta Mesa High School is making CoreCourseGPA.com, a web-based software program, available to all Murrieta Mesa High School student-athletes and their parents/guardians free of charge. If your child has aspirations of competing athletically as a freshman at an NCAA Division I or Division II school, they must meet NCAA Initial-Eligibility minimum standards, including minimum core course GPA and SAT/ACT test score requirements. CoreCourseGPA.com is an innovative tool that allows you to easily track your son or daughter’s progress towards meeting these requirements, beginning as soon as the first semester of their freshman year.
